Pit Size 8 feet wide x 10 feet deep x 40 feet long 
 
19,200 gallons oil / water sludge in bottom 
 
Initial sludge sample test 1070 mg / L 
Oil & Grease:  mostly air compressor oil blow by. 
 
Clients wants to filter metals and bioremediate wastewater for release to water authority. 
 
Product Requirements 
 

1. One - five gallon container OWS-200 
2. Six - five gallon HC-200 kits 

 
Procedure 
 

1. Add aeration via compressed air to all four corners of pit 
2. Day 1 – Add five gallons OWS-200 
3. Day 4 – Start daily dosing of one gallon HC 200 with nutrients for thirty days 
4. Re-sample sludge sample 

 
Result 
 

1. Wastewater sample 57 mg / L 
2. Discharge to water authority granted within 35 days
